1. Affidavit-of-service filed in Court today be taken on
record.

2. The petitioner want to hold a Blood Donation Camp
on Balidan Divas to commemorate the Death
Anniversary of Bharat Keshari Shri Shyamaprasad
Mukherjee at Jatin Das Park (Hazra More) located at
9/1, S.P. Mukherjee Road, Kolkata — 700 025.

3. Counsel for the petitioner submits that they are
aggrieved that the Municipal Corporation and the
Police have not accorded permission till date.

4. Mr. Banerjee, learned Senior Counsel appearing for
the State submits that, at the exact place where the
Blood Donation Camp is to be held, residential
quarters of employees of Kolkata Municipal
Corporation are located. He further submits that the
said Blood Donation Camp may restrict free ingress
and egress to the residents of the said residential

quarters.
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5. Counsel for the petitioner and the organizers of the
said Blood Donation Camp undertake before this
Court that they shall not restrict any ingress and
egress to any person at said KMC residential quarters
located thereat and free movement shall ensured.

6. The Blood Donation Camp shall be held peacefully.
The Police and the Kolkata Municipal Corporation
shall extend cooperation and shall take necessary
measures and deployment to ensure that the said
Blood Donation Camp is held tomorrow from 8:00 A.M.
to 4:00 P.M. Public movement in the area shall not be
inconvenienced in any way.

7. With the aforesaid directions, the instant writ
petition shall stand disposed of.

8. There will be no order as to costs.

9. All parties are directed to act on a server copy of
this order duly downloaded from the official website of

this Court.
